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What is Nursery Rhyme Time?
Nursery Rhyme Time is a drop-in activity program designed for grownups and children to experience together. Each activity is based on a nursery rhyme and develops one or more preschool skills such as counting, naming colors, or learning about size and shape…but the main goal is having fun. Children learn by playing!

How do we play?
Choose a game that looks like fun & start by reading the rhyme aloud to your child. Then read the instructions and play the game together. If they have trouble at any point with any of the counting, naming, or other activities, don’t hesitate to help them out. These games are meant for learning through play together, not for quizzing and testing. Play as many times as you want, then try another activity! 


Make your own book! 
Pick up a rhyme card at each station. When you’re all done, stop by the craft tables in the hall—you can do two different nursery rhyme crafts and turn your rhyme cards into your own book, too!
