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In this poetic, beautifully illustrated bilingual picture book, a young girl of
Mesoamerican ancestry treasures her grandmother's ankle-length hair, as well as the
love, security, and wisdom of ages it represents. It models the practice of TALK through
dialog between the two characters and metaphorically, through the stories told by the
accumulated wisdom of Grandma'’s hair.

Activity Ideas for Grandma's Hair Is Ankle Length:

e Share your own stories: ask kids to interview a grandparent or other elder about their
lives. They can ask about what they were like as a child, their fondest memories, or
important family stories. What a meaningful way of encouraging talking and narrative
skills!

e Nature walk: The illustrations link the grandmother's hair to elements of nature. Take
a walk outside and find things that are long and flowing, like tall grass, thin branches,
or even flowing streams. Sensory and mindfulness activities will contribute to the
child’s well-being and spark a sense of curiosity.

e Find-it game: Study the illustrations and challenge kids to find specific objects
mentioned in the book, such as the duck, cactus, or owl. This will stimulate print
motivation, reading, and building vocabulary in both English and Spanish.

elementos de la naturaleza. Salgan a caminar y busquen cosas largas y ondulantes,
como hierba alta, ramas delgadas o incluso arroyos. Las actividades sensoriales y
de atencion plena contribuiran al bienestar del nifio y despertaran su curiosidad.

e Jugar a encontrar: Observen las ilustraciones y desafien a los nifios a encontrar
objetos especificos mencionados en el libro, como el pato, el cactus o el buho.
